FAQs for Summer Camps at Cottonwood

e Sibling discounts are not available during the summer sessions.

e Partial payments or partial sessions will not be accepted.

e Fach session must be paid in full at registration. Refunds will not be issued.
e  Summer school enrollment does not guarantee placement in the fall.

e  Children cannot be enrolled without a current immunization record.

e  Children should dress in play clothes and comfortable walking shoes. No open-toe sandals
or jellies, please. Toddlers should include diapers, cream, and 3 changes of clothes to
be kept at school while they attend.

e  Children should wear a hat and apply sunscreen liberally before arriving at school each day.

e Water play, which consists of wading pools, slip & slides, and sprinklers, occurs
every Friday. All children should arrive at school in their swimwear with a
LABELED tote bag, a beach towel, crocs or water shoes, sunscreen and an extra set
of clothes to change into after water play. All personal belongings must be labeled
with your child’s first and last name.

e Each child, excluding the Toddlers who pack their own snacks, will need to bring a
fresh or frozen fruit or vegetable snack for 12 EVERY MONDAY to be shared with
all classes. NO NUTS, PLEASE! (no snacks will incur a $30 charge to your account)

e Children enrolled in the 8:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. session must bring a labeled, NUT FREE,
sack lunch and water bottle each day. Food cannot be heated up or refrigerated.

e  Children who extend their program time after 3PM will be charged an additional childcare
fee of $10 per hour, or portion thereof, paid to staff at time of pick up. Before and Aftercare
will be held in the main building each day.

e Teachers will communicate with parents each week via Brightwheel text messaging. Parents
or teachers will sign students in by hand each day as well as via Brightwheel to track
attendance.

e Parents can reach staff and admin via Brightwheel or by calling the school director at 505-
239-1765.

e  Children who present with fever or symptoms of illness will be sent home. Sick children
must wait 24 hours before returning to school and must take a FLU or COVID rapid home
test and send the results to the teacher through Brightwheel in order to be cleared to return.
If a child is exposed to FLUE or COVID at home or around the community may attend
camp as long as they test negative but must wear a mask while at school and take a rapid test
for COVID every five days up to fourteen days from exposure.

e Masks are optional unless there is a mandatory state health order in place or a student has
been exposed to covid.
